Instructions for Family Court Form 300a

This form is to be completed and turned into the District Court Clerk’s Office, Room 105, 60 days after the petition for divorce or post-decree motion is filed.  When filing you will need the original form and 3 copies.  One copy will be filed with the Clerk’s office. One copy will be filed in the Office of Dispute Resolution. You will need to mail a copy to your spouse and retain a copy for your records

Mediation is ordered in all divorces except for the exceptions listed in the Blanket Domestic Relations Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) Order, Form #300.

The parties are free to agree on the ADR provider of their choice to assist them in resolving their dispute.

If you fail to notify ODR of your alternative provider of mediation, you will automatically be scheduled for mediation in the courthouse mediation office, and notified by mail of your appointment. If you choose an ADR provider after the notification of ODR setting, you are required to notify mediation at (719) 448-7777 3 business days prior to the hearing to cancel the appointment. The mediation expense is to be paid by both parties.

Mediation is intended to provide an opportunity to reach agreement on as many contested issues as possible. Please be prepared to cooperate fully in the mediation process.
